Participating:  Executive Committee (EC) members Mike Seager, Mike Birmingham, Rich Taber, Renee Bouplon and Office Administrator, Liana Gooding

Mike Seager reported the resignation of NAC Treasurer, Bob Hostetter effective 12/31/09.
Also, Mary Beth Malmsheimer has received additional donation of paper from Finch Paper for the Forest Owner.  It may be enough to get through the next year.  In exchange for donation they will get a free ad in the magazine. 

Discussion about Forest Owner Editorial Committee.  Renee will check with Peter about who is on that committee and how we will proceed post Mary Jeanne.  Rich believes this committee falls under the umbrella of the Education Committee. 

Renee had recently had some discussion with Mary Jeanne regarding the Woody Biomass grant.  MJ said it would be a material change to the grant if she were not involved.
